The Grand Chapter of Royal Arch Masons of the District of Columbia, presents the Meritorious Award.  The Bronze and Silver Medal awards are presented by the General Grand Chapter of Royal Arch Masons International.  Bronze is limited to those Companions who have not served nor are in line to serve as Grand High Priest.  Silver is open to any Companion.  The Grand Chapter can only nominate one companion for the each award annually.  The General Grand Chapter of Royal Arch Masons International determines the final decision for the Bronze and Silver Awards.    


The companion being proposed should be a good representative of the Royal Arch, reflecting the ideals, enthusiasm and commitment to the Order in all ways.  The DC Grand Royal Arch Chapter will appoint an Awards committee which will determine who will be awarded the Meritorious Award, and may select one Companions for the Bronze and Silver Awards to be forwarded to the General Grand Cha[image: image1.png]
